Your role as a Data Collector for the Marketplace is to act as one of your organization’s field surveyors who captures 
the log information that End Users will ultimately review.  
• Recording correct information is extremely important and ultimately dictates how well the Marketplace works.  
• You may have Jobs assigned to you by your organization’s Data Manager. 
• You can also add new Jobs in the field.   
• With each log you enter, remember to mark it with the unique Identifier that the Marketplace assigns to it in the 

Job form.  
 

Your Data Collection Job List: 
• A data connection is needed with your smartphone, tablet, or laptop.
